For interviews, images or to arrange a visit, please contact Sean Haylan – 0407 279 763 / 

sean.haylan@illawarrafly.com  

mailto:sean.haylan@illawarrafly.com


 

 
Illawarra Fly Treetop Walk: 

Get a natural high – above the trees! 

Illawarra Fly Treetop Walk is a new and unique way to experience the rainforest along the 

Illawarra escarpment. The Treetop walk enables visitors to experience a 1,500 metre walk 

through a beautiful warm temperate rainforest.  

Nestled amongst the rainforest of the Southern Highlands and South Coast of New South Wales, 

it’s less than two hours away from Sydney and Canberra, which makes it the ideal destination for 

a day trip or overnight escape.  

 Unique to Illawarra Fly is the 500 metre walk in the treetop canopy, some 20-30 metres above 

the ground. The walk culminates in a spiral tower that rises to 45 metres above the forest floor, 

which opens to breathtaking views from the escarpment over the Illawarra and on to the sea.  

Opened in March 2008, Illawarra Fly is one of only a handful of steel canopy walks in the world. 

The escarpment is home to an array of native plants and wildlife and if you’re lucky enough you 

may just spot some including wombats, lyrebirds, echidnas, sugar gliders, ringtail possums and 

the dusky antechinus, a native Australian marsupial, on your treetop escape. 

Owned and operated by Living and Leisure Australia Group, who are committed to building 
memorable environmental and educational experiences, the treetop walk is designed to provide 
visitors with an opportunity to learn about wild forest habitats and to explore the local 
surrounds from high up in forest canopies. The walks are constructed with minimal impact to the 
natural forest floor and offer breathtaking views that are sure to impress those who take on the 
treetop adventure.  
 

Illawarra Fly Treetop walk is open every day except Christmas Day from 9am to 5pm. The walk 

takes approximately 45-60 minutes.

The Illawarra Fly operates EVERY DAY (Excluding Christmas Day) regardless of the weather.  (On rare 

occasions the attraction may close for short durations due to lightning for guest safety).  Remember the 

main attraction is walking through the canopy of the "rainforest" along the Illawarra escarpment.  The 

Illawarra Fly is located in a high rainfall area - with in excess of 1600mm per year and at an altitude of 700 

metres the rolling mist and drizzle associated with our climate heightens the experience as the forest 

reveals its' true beauty and hidden secrets.
